SCRI recognises and accepts its responsibilities for health, safety
and welfare under the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974 and
related legislation. The Institute has a senior member of staff
responsible for health, safety and welfare management who
reports to the Director. The health and safety team comprises a
safety co-ordinator, first-aiders, fire officers, biological safety
officers, hazardous waste managers, radiation protection officers
and an occupational health adviser.

Training is made available for all staff and targeted groups of staff
in order to maintain a high level of health and safety awareness.
Regular inspections of the site and individual work areas are
carried out by internal health and safety personnel and a 2-yearly
external audit is carried out by a team of inspectors drawn from
the other SABRI institutes and BBSRC.
